with this inscription: TO THE
UNKNOWN GOD. Therefore, the One
whom you worship without knowing,
Him | proclaim to you:
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24 God, who made the world and
everything in it, since He is Lord of
heaven and earth, does not dwell in
temples made with hands.

25 Nor is He worshiped with men's
hands, as though He needed anything,
since He gives to all life, breath, and all
things.



26 "And He has made from one blood
every nation of men to dwell on all the
face of the earth, and has determined
their preappointed times and the
boundaries of their dwellings, 27 so that
they should seek the Lord, in the hope
that they might grope for Him and find
Him, though He is not far from each one
of us; 28 for in Him we live and move and
nave our being, as also some of your own
noets have said, 'For we are also His
offspring.
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29 "Therefore, since we are the offspring
of God, we ought not to think that the
Divine Nature is like gold or silver or
stone, something shaped by art and
man's devising.

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Romans 1:20 For since the creation of
the world His invisible attributes are
clearly seen, being understood by the
things that are made, even His eternal
power and Godhead, so that they are
without excuse, 21 because, although
they knew God,

they did not glorify Him as God,

nor were thankful,

but became futile in their thoughts, and
their foolish hearts were darkened.
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- Romans 1:22-23
Professing to be wise, they became

fools, and changed the glory of the

incorruptible God into an image made
like corruptible man—and
birds and four-footed animals and
creeping things.
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Romans 1:24

Therefore God also gave them up to
uncleanness, in the lusts of their hearts,
to dishonor their bodies among
themselves,

25 who exchanged the truth of
God for the lie, and worshiped and
served the creature rather than the
Creator, who is blessed forever. Amen.
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Romans 1:26 For this reason God gave
them up to vile passions. For even their

women exchanged the natural use
for what is against nature.

27 Likewise also the men, leaving the
natural use of the woman, burned in their
lust for one another, men with men
committing what is shameful, and
receiving in themselves the penalty of
their error which was due.
